
This is brief example of import of user data using JIX CSV
import files packaged with JIX V0.011.

You may configure JIX to import data into any Joomla table.

JIX is in development - some functionality is not yet available.
See Planned Functionality Not Included in JIX V0.011.

Warning: JIX is designed for use only by Joomla Super
Administrators with an excellent understanding of the Joomla
database.

If used incorrectly, your website could be corrupted or
destroyed.

Install JIX and the following brief summary appears . . .

Note the warning!
No . . . This is serious.



Select Users from the JIX menu . . .



Selected fields from the users table are displayed.
Click on Export CSV button.



The export confirmation appears.

Export Click Users

 
tab to return to the Users table.

Note file exported to the
/administrator/components/jix/export

folder.



In JIX V0.011, the Users CSV file has been
modified (as shown below) and saved into

/administrator/components/jix/import for import.

Note that the columns match 
those in JIX except for the special

column Password for the 
Users table only.



Click on Import CSV button to

import the CSV file from the previous page.

Note that selection is allowed from a list.
JIX V0.011 does not yet allow update.



The import(s) is/are confirmed.

Click on the Users

 
tab to confirm the Import.

For the technically inclined, 
you can set Jix s Verbose Import parameter

to show the actual SQL used to update the table.

Note that, as required by Joomla, 
the password has been encoded.



Note the appearance of Pete Nurse below . . .

Now repeat the import process from the Contact Details

 

tab.



Now, note the Pete s appearance here as well.

Now here s the good bit, in the same way we can reconfigure
JIX itself add functionality.

Just as you ve added users, you can add to JIX by importing to
